In September 2018, the President signed S. 717, the “Pro bono Work to Empower and Represent
(POWER) Act of 2018” (P.L. 115-237) into law. The POWER Act requires the chief judge of

each judicial district to hold annual “empowerment events” to encourage lawyers to provide pro
bono services to “survivors of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking.”
